   SHOW RULES

1. Persons are admitted to the show ground at their own risk.  The organisers will not be held responsible for any loss or damage to equines, animals, riders, spectators or any other person or any loss, damage, cost and expense however caused

2. The judges and organisers decisions are final

3. The organisers reserve the right to cancel, combine, add to or amend any class and cannot be held responsible for any cost incurring

4. British standard hard hats must be worn at all times when mounted.  Competitors in the western classes wearing traditional competition wear, do so at their own risk.

5. The organisers reserve the right to refuse entry to the show ground to any equine which they do not consider suitable, in order to safeguard the general public and other competitors against accidents.

6. Any objections must be made in writing to the secretary within 30 minutes of the class, accompanied by a £10.00 deposit, returnable only if the objection is sustained.

7. Any misbehaviour or abuse to judges, stewards or organisers by any competitors, or representatives, grooms or handlers, will result in their disqualification from competing, their forfeiting any outstanding entry fees and their being requested to leave the show ground immediately.

8. All equines must be sound.

9. Equines may be shown with manes hogged, plaited or natural, and tails pulled, plaited or natural, to suit their individual type.  Heavier cob types may be shown with full feather or trimmed

10. Young stock classes are set at height of expected maturity, Not at height on the day of show

11. Solid colour spot bred equines competing in the classes must have documented breeding.  This will not apply in western classes which are open to any equine

12. Equines competing in ridden classes must be 4 years old or over, except in western ridden classes when they must be 3 years or over.

13. Foals must be 4 weeks old or over on the day of the show, and shown in hand.  Stallions and colts 2 years and over must be shown in a bit or suitable bridle and their handlers must be 18years or over and be appropriately dressed.

14. Junior competitors may compete on the lead rein in the ridden classes and may be accompanied by an adult in the in hand section if requires.
