The below incident is becoming more prevalent especially in the East Meon area of Hampshire. 
 A horse, a 12yo 16.2hh fleabitten grey Irish Sports Horse appears to have had about a foot of his tail 
cut off. The horse was kept at Leydene Gardens Farm, East Meon (next to the Sustainability Centre 
on the Old Winchester Hill road) and this happened today between 0700 and 1900. 
  
He is in the same field as the horse that was the subject of incident no 1137 (mane plaiting, possibly 
prior to theft) that was reported to Waterlooville Police last month. It is remotely possible that his tail 
was chewed by another horse but   it is hard to imagine imagine him standing still for the required 
length of time. In any case he is in a paddock with one other pony that has been there for some time 
and this has never happened before.
